WHEN BLINCO, a boutique housing development
with a masterfully united industrial and historic vibe,
captured the hearts of voters in last year’s Building
Designers Association of WA awards, it was nothing
more than plans on paper.

Less than a year after netting the People’s Choice
Award, the project - which was designed by Dalecki
Design and built by Kre8 Constructions WA - has
come to fruition. The result is as spectacular as
everyone dared imagine it could be.

The development is home to four luxury, double-
storey houses all with energy ratings above seven
stars. Its edgy modern industrial design epitomises
the features of the older warehouses found
throughout Fremantle.

The three-bedroom homes, carefully designed to
harmonise with one another, still have their unique
differences. Each has a functional layout with lots of
amenity and a superb collection of materials.

Part of their charm comes from the location,
positioned a short walk from Monument Hill and
Booyeembara Park and the cafes and bars on
George Street.
